Fence Height - This must be 2 metres high and also include a 600mm below ground barrier in concrete to prevent burrowing animals from entering the Site.

2.
An additional service duct to those shown should be provided. This to connect to the existing Cambourne service duct provision so that future data / Security cabling can reach the site for security purposes.

3.
Specifications for the proper foundations for the roads and concrete reinforced grass tracks within the site should be specified

4.
Minimum depth of 400 mm minimum topsoil provided across the site

5. 
Topsoil provided to be levelled and prepared for seed planting.

6. 
Confirmation that the topsoil provided is weed and weed seed free, particularly of injurious weeds as defined by the Weeds Act 1959, prior to construction.

7.
Access to the site by persons with disabilities should be in accordance with government legislation and BS 8300.

8.
Suitable lavatory accommodation must be provided as this would be considered good practice. Is the building being provided? – Clarification required.

9.
Proposals to be submitted for screening of site from exceptionally strong prevailing winds to prevent inevitable soil erosion.

10.
Lighting to be provided at each access to site and the access road.

11.
As time expired application for hedgerow planting from an adjacent site, requires re-application?
