2. To approve the minutes of the previous meeting on Monday 3 November and Monday 6 October.

On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Dave McEwan-Cox the minutes of meeting of 3 November were approved.

On a proposition by Dave McEwan-Cox and seconded by Chris Lincoln the minutes of meeting of 6 October were approved.
3.
To receive comments and observations from parishioners and members of the public

No members of the public were present. An email from John Flavill dated 30 November was recognised regarding item 4.4 below. 

4.
To consider planning applications received since the last meeting including:
4.1 6/177/03/f Sports area, multi purpose sports building, ancillary buildings, parking and associated works (duplicate application).
On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Dave McEwan-Cox the application was approved with recommendations. The MLC are concerned with the removal of the mini-football area as identified on the previous application. Where will this provision now be made? The MLC fail to see how the skatepark and basketball area can be combined as shown in the application.  The MLC commented that the sports acreage derived from the marked plans supplied by SCDC shows a shortage of approximately 20% on that indicated in the relevant section of the S106. Clarification is requested.
4.2 S/6199/03/f Sports fields, access track, car park and associated works
On a proposition by Dave McEwan-Cox and seconded by Chris Lincoln the application was approved.
4.3 S/6212/03/f Building W2 commercial units- amendment to red line boundary to allow more planting. Submitted for comment only. 
At a recent meeting with John Slater representing the Developers, MLC Resident representatives were advised that the building owners only required 1m of frontage to the building for maintenance purposes. The plan still shows frontage well in excess of 1m. The previous MLC comments regarding this frontage and pinch points at the corner closest to Morrisons have been ignored.
4.4 S/6216/03/f Allotments, vehicular and pedestrian access, associated building and parking spaces. 
On a proposition by Dave McEwan-Cox and seconded by Mike Jocelyn the application was approved with recommendations. The MLC consider that the foul drainage planned for the site should terminate at a manhole adjacent to the proposed sites for the Allotment holders building and the Scouts building. In addition we consider that the ‘Rabbit Barrier’ netting to the base of the perimeter fencing should be stainless steel mesh as galvanised mesh would rust away.
4.5 S/6219/03/f Change of use to doctor’s surgery, portacabin, covered link, screen and canopy (renewal of permission for temporary surgery). 
On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Roger Hume the application was approved.
4.6 S/6220/03/O Crowdene nurseries.
On a proposition by Dave McEwan-Cox and seconded by Chris Lincoln the application was approved.
4.7 S/6221/03/RM Community centre access road.
On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Dave McEwan-Cox the application was approved.
4.8 S 6193 Community Centre Changes to external appearance and height of building.
On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Chris Lincoln the MLC choose to make no recommendation with comments. The MLC have concerns regarding the upper floor window size, height and position. As a sectional drawing was omitted from the application it has not been possible to determine the full impact of this revision. We consider that the reduced window size will reduce the natural light and ventilation within the building. The reduced height may well make it impossible for an adult to approach the window without a head hazard being encountered.  It is also impossible to say whether the revised window cill level will now be sufficiently low enough to introduce an additional hazard of easy egress by children or a risk of breakage from furniture at low level. The MLC propose that the addition of ‘Velux’ type windows be considered to increase light and ventilation.   The design of the low level windows should be revisited to eliminate the perceived hazards. 

5.
S/6182/03/0 - Land at Cambourne: MCA Developments ltd. 1744 additional dwellings, primary schools, public open space and associated infrastructure – Appeal.
On a proposition by Mike Jocelyn and seconded by Roger Hume the appeal was refused. The MLC have commented previously regarding this application. The comments made then still apply and the MLC remains strongly opposed to the application and refuse it categorically.
Our only additional comment is that the developer has been unable to identify specifically all of the 46 acres of sports land required by the 106 legal agreement for 3000 homes while applying to increase the number of houses dramatically.
