1.
Results of the Election

Following the recent poll Teresa Lucey and Mike Jocelyn had been elected to the Management Liaison Committee and they were welcomed to the meeting.

2.
Confirmation of MLC members

David Chare's resignation from the Committee was received and he was thanked for his service both as member and as Secretary. Peter Jarman is to take his place as committee member.

2.01
On a proposition by the Chairman, carried unopposed, it was agreed to amend item 3.2 of the Constitution to allow the appointment of a clerk who was not a committee member.

2.02
On a proposition by the Chairman, carried unopposed, Mrs Gail Stoehr was appointed as Clerk to the MLC. It had already been agreed that the Developer would remunerate the Clerk for her time and out of pocket expenses.

4.
Minutes of the previous meeting

The minutes were approved and signed as a true record of the meeting.

5.
Matters arising

5.01
(3.02) Ian Douglas reported that there had been no further progress in negotiations with ntl due to their now wanting to charge for items that previously had been free of charge and also on aspects of reliability. This is to be discussed further at the next Cambourne Residents Association (CRA) meeting. The MLC asked that if there is any progress before the next meeting the residents are informed.

5.02
(3.05) Planning applications. Further to the minute at the last meeting it was agreed that planning applications would be circulated as a matter of priority between members within a week of receiving and the members comments returned to the Clerk for her to send the corporate response to the District Council. It was also agreed that Roger Hume would hold the plans to allow them to be viewed locally however all comments from the public are to be sent separately from those of the MLC.

5.03
(7.01) Recycling sign on Great Cambourne Green. Ian Douglas reported that the sign had been put up today.

5.04
(7.02) Kerbside recycling. Councillor Lister Wilson offered to put an article about kerbside recycling in the next edition of the 'Cambourne Crier'. A copy of the bank and other holiday refuse collection arrangements is also to be included for information.

5.05
(8.01) Trailer Park. Ian Douglas reported that the matter was still not concluded but that the CRA would be informed of the outcome as soon as possible.

5.06
Stagecoach services. It was noted that Stagecoach was relaying any problems to the CRA and these were being resolved A new timetable is to be introduced from 7 April. As there was uncertainty about the route it was agreed that the Clerk would contact Stagecoach to clarify matters.

5.07
(11.01) CALC had agreed to an in-house training session. Resident members are to contact the Chairman with their preference for the date and time.

5.08
(12.01) Mud and gravel from Public Footpath No.4. This had now been rectified.

5.09
Sports facilities. Ian Douglas reported that the developers were in currently in discussion with SCDC and that a scheme, draft plans of which were briefly discussed, is in the process of being prepared with a view to submit to SCDC in approximately 4-6 weeks. 

6.
Development and sales update

6.01
It was noted that:-

· No. of homes occupied - 566 as of 21 March

· Church House - should be completed after Easter when Peter Wood will move in.

· Manor House - the agreement completed

· Morison's supermarket - currently under construction

· Shops - outstanding planning issues which hopefully will be resolved shortly

· Hotel - Plans should be submitted to SCDC soon

· Dual carriageway - Tenders have been received and work is scheduled to start at the end of April (11-month contract). The Highway Agency and developers are having problems co-ordination work on their respective sections of the dualling

· Ice rink - the rink's promoter will be presenting to CRA on 10 April

· Joint Service Providers Building - awaiting planning approval, aiming for completion mid summer

7.
Community Centre

7.01
On a proposition by ID, seconded by RH it was agreed that Chris Lincoln replace Mary Barnard as the nominated chairman of the Community Centre. The first draft plan for the Community Centre was tabled and Chris Lincoln was asked to take the plans away to discuss with the residents.

7.02
It was agreed that Chris Lincoln should meet with the developers to discuss the Community Centre plans before they are submitted to the District Council Planning Department and that consideration should be given at those discussions to the building's security, licensed bars and a possible clerk's office.

8.
Allotments

8.01
It was reported that the allotment area had now been allocated(S106, Third Schedule 5.1) and the ground was being prepared. Additional items shown in the Master Plan over and above those provided by the S106 Agreement were being considered for the allotments as it was felt important to have everything at the beginning and not do things piecemeal. A planning application is to be prepared and this is to be paid for by the developers. It was agreed that the MLC should be kept informed of the negotiations.

9.
Recycling

9.01
The MLC expressed an interest in having communal composting facilities available for residents. Ian Douglas offered to look into this further.

10.
Nursery School parking

10.02
It was reported that concern had been expressed by the CRA and this was echoed by the MLC that parents were parking on the main road when dropping off and collecting their children at the Nursery. It was agreed that a letter should be sent to the Nursery School asking them to encourage parents not to park on the road but to use the facilities to the rear to ensure the safety of children and other residents. It was agreed to monitor the situation and consider asking the County Council for yellow lines if necessary.

11.
Road safety

11.01
Concern was expressed that the white line in front of the supermarket site was fading. Ian Douglas reported that new lines had been ordered this morning.

11.02
It was reported that once the six-month settling period for the road adjacent to the supermarket had passed the County Council should adopt the road. Councillor Wilson was asked to urge the County Council not to delay the adoption.

12.
Road verges in Great Cambourne

12.01
Repairs to damaged verges are in hand. It was noted that water laid on the surface of drives and paths in both Jeavons and Monkfield Wood and that this caused problems. Ian Douglas offered to discuss this with the developer.

13.
Canopy

13.01
It was reported that David Chare had now received the technical specification for the Ark's canopy but that foundation details still need to be checked. The Ark was now open for use but the official opening is to be in May.

14.
Lighting at Business Park

14.1
It was reported that concern had been expressed that lights were left on all night in unfinished buildings. Ian Douglas offered to take this matter up.

14.2
It was also noted that Caxton residents also had complained that they were disturbed by light from the Business Park.

15.
Roofing

15.01
It was noted that residents had had problems with tiles coming off their roofs. The CRA and Ian Douglas had taken this matter up with both Bovis and Bryant. It was agreed to monitor the outcome and if not resolved that the MLC may write.

16.
Contractor parking

16.01
There was currently no public parking adjacent to the surgery because of contractors parking. Ian Douglas gave assurance that this will be resolved.

17.
Any other business

17.01
Councillor Lister Wilson outlined the County Council's role and responsibilities which includes Highways, Social Services and Education. Councillor Wilson serves on the Education Committee also is a member of the Planning Committee.

17.02
The MLC asked that Councillor Wilson did all he could to support the primary school becoming designated a 'Community School'.

17.03
The Committee and members of the public were reminded of the forthcoming parish council elections on 2nd May for both Bourn and Caxton.
