Minutes of the previous meeting on 23 July

The minutes were approved to be signed as a true record of the meeting.

Matters arising

3.1
(3.2) ntl and dishes. 

In response to the reply from Mr Douglas saying that ntl cannot guarantee to provide any ducting cabinets etc for the remainder of Cambourne and that the developers will be considered unreasonable to insist on cable when cable cannot be delivered. Consequently the developers intends amending the standard covenant to allow satellite but only if cable is not available. If satellite dishes are chosen then apart from the council's imput, the developers will wish to approve the location, size and colour of the dishes which generally should be located in discreet locations on the property. It was agreed that the resident association members should to consider what they would like to see included in the covenant.

(3.7) Streetlights

One complaint from a resident had been received regarding two lights outside 1 Chervil Way and 1 Chaffinch Walk that are day burners. These have been reported to Bovis Homes who have said they would arrange for their engineer to take a look. The Clerk reported she had noted twelve streetlights not working prior to the meeting. It was noted that some lights have no electricity connection and it was agreed that it was not the MLC or residents' responsibility to check on lights and that a letter should be sent to all developers ask them to undertake regular surveys and repairs and a letter to 24/7 regarding connection delays. It was agreed that Mr Jarman would take this up at the forthcoming developers.

It was noted that this continues to be a problem especially with David Wilson Homes. Recent working with the gates open and a car left unlocked with its keys in the ignition had been reported to Mr Maurice Gordon.  Mr Jarman kindly offered to take this matter up at the forthcoming developers meeting. It was agreed that a letter expressing the MLC concern and asking them to ensure a proper level of security should be sent to all developers.

In response to the letter to Mr Douglas asking for funding for extra meeting he had asked that both Bourn and Caxton Parish councils be also asked to contribute. Caxton had agreed to 25% i.e. up to a maximum of £105 towards the cost and Councillor Mrs Richmond, present at the meeting, said that Bourn had agreed likewise. Mr Douglas is to be informed and asked to contribute the remaining amount.

(10) Phasing of Sports facilities

Mr Wilders reported on his attendance at the meeting on 2 August at the District Council Offices and recent communications regarding sports provision and phasing. It was noted that in response to the Sports Area Briefing Plan dated 5/9, the CRA had the following 12 areas of concern which had been forwarded to SCDC on 5 Oct 2002:

Relocation of the green area; the lack of driving range and the area labelled 'land use not determined'

Lack of changing facilities that would restrict competitive play

Lack of details and the suggestion of piecemeal development

10.
Areas for example car parks, woodland and pond were now being included within the 45 acres of sports provision

11.
The Eco Park kick about area. It was agreed that given the Parish Council would eventually be responsible for this area it was agreed that the MLC should seek clarification on the land's status and should have imput into its classification thus protecting future parish assets and unnecessary parish expense.

12.
Great Cambourne meadow / kick about area near the tennis courts. It was noted that the CRA had requested a copy of the consultant's/surveyor's report.

It was noted that trenching, a standard draining practice had now begun on the proposed cricket pitch.

Concern was expressed that the developers intention to seed the first of the sports pitches in the area of the Sports Centre in Spring 2002 has not yet happened and this will further delay the provision of much needed facilities to the community.

It was agreed that the Clerk would write to both the developers and SCDC Planning Department expressing these concerns.

Clarification of the availability of the market square to residents

It was noted that the Market Square belonged to Morrisions but that a public right of access over the Square existed and that residents should negotiate with Morrisons if a stall, etc. was required.

Access paths to Morrisons from High Street

A plan showing a temporary footpath from the High Street was circulated for information (Bowman Riley Partnership fax dated 5/10/02).

Uneven paths arround Lower Cambourne playground

Concern was expressed that the design of the paths in this area i.e. contoured and uneven surface posed a potential hazard and was difficult for pushchairs and wheelchairs to use. Daphne Spink offered to arrange for the District Council to take a look and report to the MLC their findings.

Posts for football pitches and use of designated sports field adjacent to Eco Park for football

Residents had expressed a wish to have goals and other items of equipment for the area. It was noted that the siting of these would have to be agreed by the developer to ensure inclusion under their insurance cover should an accident occur with the equipment or separate insurance would have to be considered. It was agreed to invite Jane Lampshire, the District Council's Sports Development Officer to attend the next meeting to discuss potential funding opportunities.

It was noted that the canopy had been promised to the CRA if a suitable location could be agreed. Peter Jarman reported that he had part of the structure in storage but not the posts and agreed to look into this matter further.

Ted Pateman reported that David Chare had allocated an area for nursery beds by Jeavons. Concern was expressed that the allotments would not now be ready until 2004 and that soil from the haul roads on top of the allotments' site needs moving to allow the allotments to begin getting ready. It was agreed that Peter Jarman would take this up with the developers and that Ted Pateman would discuss this further with David Chare.

Reply from Royal Mail outlining the steps and lengthy consultations to be undertaken before any change to addresses on the database. It was agreed that the District Council had already begun this process and should be asked pressurise the Post Office to recognise the three villages by name.

However concern was expressed that late night working on some sites continues to be a problem for example Bovis Homes working ion Swansley Lane up to 10pm.  Lorries parking on School Lane also pose a problem restricting visibility and it was agreed that a letter should be sent to the developer detailing the MLC's concerns and a copy to the Health and Safety Executive.
