Minutes of the previous meeting on 19 November 2002

On a proposition by Mr Jocelyn, seconded by Mr Douglas the minutes were approved to be signed as a true record.

Matters arising including 

3.1
Clerk's notes on various items

The Clerk's notes (appended 1 to these minutes) on outstanding matters was received and considered. Also a document titled 'MLC - outstanding items (Jan 2003' listing outstanding items, some dating back to 2000. It was agreed that the Clerk should continue to push for the items as listed to be resolved without further delay and update the list as applicable.

(3.3) Streetlights

It was noted that there appeared to have been some improvement however four were still not working along Chervil Way. It was agreed to put Nick Edwards from Bovis' Technical Dept contact telephone number in the Crier so that residents could report faulty lighting columns on the Bovis site.

(3.5) Surfacing of roadway near Morrisons

Mr Douglas reported that the original depression in the carriageway near Market Square had been cleared by Cambridge County Council but further investigation has now been requested at the T Junction. Surfacing cannot be completed until the further investigation has been cleared by the County Council.

(3.5) School road signs and markings

It was reported that the signs were on order for display outside the School and that a feature barrier by the road was being installed by the developers in the near future to prevent or discourage cars from stopping and dropping. Mr Douglas was asked to keep the Clerk informed on the progress of this matter.

It was noted that there was only a road name sign on one side of some roads. Dianne Duncan at the District Council is to be asked to ensure that the developer installs one on either side of the road.

(3.13) Uneven paths around Lower Cambourne playground

A letter had been received from Mr D Chare saying the paths were specifically designed to replicate old roman paths and are part of the 'play' experience. As a compromise many of the joints had been filled to make the path less of a challenge and he had agreed to continue to monitor the situation.

(3.14) Canopy

In response to the letter from Mr D Chare saying 'while the canopy was offered by the Business Park and the Consortium agreed to erect it, I must point out that the offer was subject to our investigation on the suitability of it as a stand alone facility and foundations required' it was agreed that the matter was really one for the residents and not strictly an MLC matter however the matter should continue to be pursued.

Public art

Mrs Spink reported that this was being pursued and that she was to attend a meeting in March and that the Morrsions' art work was now expected in May.

Mud on the roads

It was noted that the kerbs were being driven over and also that contractors' vehicles leaving sites were both causing mud to be spread on the road. It was agreed that a letter of complaint be sent to Mr Chare and that the S106 Agreement should be check to establish if there is a requirement for wheel washers on each site.

Mr Douglas reported that the notice board was on order. It was noted that the notice board in Lower Cambourne was of a poor design and potentially dangerous. It was agreed that a letter be sent to Mr Chare asking for the stays to either be correctly fitted or replaced on the grounds of safety and requesting that the design of the new notice board be changed.

Market Square

It was agreed that this was a residents' matter and not the MLC. Ms Lucey agreed to liaise with Mr Douglas and identify a suitable area of land to the south side of the High Street and contact Cameron Adams the Sustainability Officer at the District Council for support and advice as necessary.

(3.4) Shops

Mrs Wood reported that the hold up had been due to a planning technicality regarding the outline planning permission which would not permit offices within the settlement centre however this was hoped to be resolved by the end of the week by a 'memorandum of understanding' the wording of which was still being considered.

It was noted that Morrisons' now had a recycling centre however the old facility in Great Cambourne had not as yet been removed.

(3.1 & 8) Trailer park including letter to Chris Taylor re. document titled 'Agreed Amendments to the Masterplan

In response to the MLC's letter to Chris Taylor asking him to confirm the validity of the document titled 'Agreed Amendments to the Masterplan' dated October 1996 and if the Master Plan has been amended by a different document. Please let the MLC have a copy marked appropriately. Chris Taylor replied on 29 November saying that he had passed the letter to Mike Huntington for response. It was noted that no reply had as yet been received. Mrs Wood, Chief Planning Office said she would discuss this with Mr Huntingdon and ask him to formally write to the MLC.

It was noted that a planning application for the trailer park was expected by the end of January and that the MLC would be consulted. Concern was expressed that the proposed application was expected to be for just 0.7 acres and not larger as required by the village using the both the Caravan Storage Site Owners Association and also the Caravan Club guidelines. Concern was also expressed that the District Council were not 'policing' the S106 Agreement in particular that timings of particular applications were being allowed to fall behind the expected trigger points.

It was agreed that a letter be sent to Chris Taylor at the District Council with a copy to the Planning Department asking why the sanctions in the S106 were not being imposed and seeking clarification on the future management and provision of the trailer park as a community benefit if at any time in the future the owner wants to sell the land.

(3.2) Cyclepaths

Mr Douglas reported that the County Council had agreed to a different coloured surface in Monkfield Lane, Priory Walk and in School Lane. The barriers are to be installed when the surfacing was completed.

Mr Douglas reported that the work had commenced and that some kerbing was being replaced in readiness for the tarmac.

The developers exhibition and the way it was conducted

Concern was expressed that the developer had not notified the MLC or residents, of either the proposal to increase the number of homes in Cambourne or of the recent exhibition and that it had had to read about the proposals in the evening newspaper. A verbal apology was received for the lack of direct communication with the residents of Cambourne, Caxton and Bourn which had been due entirely to the fact that the Company employed to distribute notices to every household in the three villages in early January did not commence deliveries until 8/9 January. It was reported that in spite of this, there were approximately 250 visitors to the Exhibition, from whom a lot of valuable input had been received. It was noted that a further Exhibition would be arranged to give everyone involved a further chance to study the facts.
Mr Douglas left the meeting and as the MLC was no longer quorate the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.48pm.
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
