Apologies
Members: Ian Douglas. It was noted that Mr Douglas had nominated Mr David Chare as his proxy for the evening.

The Chairman welcomed the two new members Ben Rickard and Dave McEwan-Cox to the MLC.

Minutes of the previous meeting on 28 January
On a proposition by Mr Jocelyn, seconded by Mr Hume the minutes were approved to be signed as a true record following one amendment to show it was Kate Wood who was present.

Clerk's notes on various items
The Clerk's notes (appended 1 to these minutes) on outstanding matters was received and considered. Mr Chris Taylor's email message on MLC funding discussed at the last meeting is also appended(2)
3.1
Status regarding the canopy donated to the Cambourne Residents Association
Mr Jarman's letter indicating that the steel support framework had been lost was received and considered. Concern was expressed that this had happened and as to why it had happened. Concern was also expressed at some alleged inaccuracies printed in the Cambridge Evening News and on the website. The Chairman ruled that the MLC had done all it could to resolve this issue but that this was not really an MLC matter and that the CRA should continue to pursue this if it so wished.

Ms Lucey reported on her meeting with Mr Chare to identify a suitable site for the farmers market. Cameron Adams the Sustainability Officer at the District Council is still to be contacted by Ms Lucey for support and advice as necessary. The first market is hoped to take place sometime in May. A map showing the agreed location is to be sent to the Clerk.

The minutes of the first Planning Committee meeting were formally received.

Development and Sales Update
Mr Chare reported that:

Houses legally completed - 874 as of 25/03/03

Hotel - Planning permission granted and the development has already commenced.

A428 dualling - underway with an expectation that the road would open sometime after Easter but before the end of the month. The opening ceremony is still to be arranged. It was noted that there had been traffic congestion at times however it had been thought best to avoid weekend working.

Caxton southern bypass - due to commence at the end of May.

Pavilion - the initial sketch had been briefly shown at the recent DEG meeting and this will be considered further at the next DEG meeting. Then planning permission and also building regulations would be sought. A timber frame/timber cladding was proposed for the pavilion.

Jeavons Lane/Monkfield Wood resurfacing - It was noted by the MLC that this was much improved however it was also noted that this was only a temporary measure as the crossing and surfacing were still to be done.

Road surface - the County Council had been asked to investigate the subsidence and the test results were awaited. If the outcome pointed to something minor then it was hoped that the work would be done within three to six months however if something more serious then it was noted that this may take longer.

Notice board - on order and the design problems had been noted.

Allotments including
7.1
Report from the Residents Allotments Society

Mrs Rowley-Spendlove was welcomed to the meeting and invited to report on the Residents Allotments Society. Mrs Rowley-Spendlove reported that a group of residents had formed an Allotments Society and that regretfully the group had been unable to obtain the free hedging plants that were on offer from the County Council's scheme via Bourn Parish Council as the deadline for applications had passed. A new application is to be submitted later in the year.

Mr Chare reported that the top soil for the allotments was in the process of being levelled and that a planning application would be submitted to the District Council shortly, the hedging/fencing would be installed by the end of the year all with the aim that the allotments would be ready for gardening next year. It was noted that the access to the allotments might have to be temporary for a period of time.

The appointment of the Allotments Chairman
Following Mr Pateman's retirement form the MLC on a proposition by Mr Hume, seconded by Mr Jocelyn, Mr McEwan-Cox was elected the Allotments Chairman. It was agreed that Mr McEwan-Cox and Mr Chare would liase as necessary between meetings on matters relating to the allotments.

Community Centre report
Mr Lincoln's report titled 'Update January 2003' (3) which was to have been presented at the last meeting was received and considered.

Status of Community Hall application
Mr Lincoln reported on the Planning Committee's consideration of the Community Centre plans earlier this evening and that it had been noted that a set of double doors which had been included in the previous draft were missing from the planning application. Mr Chare was asked to let the MLC have a copy of the full specification for the building and it was agreed that Mr Lincoln and Mr Chare would liase over the finer details.

It was noted that it was hoped that the plans would be approved by SCDC by the end of the month and that building regulations could be approved and also a contractor appointed soon after so that the building could be completed by the end of the year.

The formation of a Community Centre Management Committee to manage the centre on behalf of the community
Mr Jocelyn and Mr Lincoln's joint proposal and report(4) was received and considered. On a proposition by Mr Jocelyn, seconded by Mr Lincoln it was resolved that subject to legal advice

a trust is set up, charitable status sought and a constitution be assembled for the proposed new Community Centre.

a committee be formed and that these persons be charged with setting up the required legal and fiscal arrangements to ensure proper conduct of the committee. Once formed the Committee is further charged with keeping in mind that any constitution addresses the needs and aspirations of all Cambourne residents and to ensure that this valuable facility is representatively administered by all to the benefit of all commensurate with fulfilling the requirements of the Charity Commission and any other relevant authority.

On a proposition by Mr Jocelyn, seconded by Mr McEwan-Cox, Mr Chris Lincoln was elected Secretary to the Committee.

The nomination by Mr Jocelyn, seconded by Mr Lincoln that Mr Nicolas Sayer be appointed as Treasurer to the Committee was unanimously carried and Mr Sayer is to be asked formally if he will kindly accept the nomination.

Sport and recreation provision
Concern was expressed that any delay on one area may impact the second area. It was noted that the application had been made in duplicate and that one was now to go to appeal for non-determination whilst the other application was still being negotiated.

Clarification about the disposition of the sports acreage
As the MLC was still unclear on the actual location of the 45 acres it was agreed that Mr Chare would provide a plan to the Clerk which would then be circulated to all members for information.

9.2
Status of the floodlit sports area as per S106 at 1000 dwellings
It was noted that the Section 106 Agreement stated: 'On 0.5 acres or thereabouts, a multipurpose floodlit area upon which the Developers shall construct by the completion of the 1000th dwelling, two tennis courts with hard surface finish and as to the balance (apart from circulation areas) a synthetic grassed area. Maintenance of the same shall be in accordance with 1.1.2 above'.

Advice had been sought from Sport England who had indicated verbally that a hard surface was preferable to an astroturf surface. On a proposition by the Chairman it was agreed that Mr Wilders should be informed of negotiations between the developers and the District Council and forwards comments on behalf of the MLC.

It was reported that the ground preparation for the playing fields had begun. It was noted that the area should have been ready for play by Spring 2003. Mr Chare reported that it was hoped to complete the landscaping by Spring 2003 and although the area may be available for use by September 2003 it was strongly advised that too early play may damage the surface and therefore it was better to delay the area's use.

In acknowledgement that a management structure, the equipment requirements and storage provision will all need to be resolved by September when the area would be ready the proposition by Mrs Spink, seconded by Mr Jocelyn that Mr Mark Wilders and Mr Ben Rickard consult with clubs and interested parties with regard to developing a structure for managing sport in Cambourne, seeking advice and support from Jane Lampshire the Sports Development Officer at the District Council.

This was not agreed.

In order to strengthen the lines of communication between the developer and the MLC and to chase and resolve the outstanding issues such as street lighting problems, which had in the past taken up a large proportion on MLC business, it was agreed that Mr McEwan-Cox would attend the CRA/ developer liaison meetings and report back to the following MLC meeting any issues which had not been resolved.
