2.
Minutes of the previous meeting on 1 April
The minutes were approved to be signed as a true record of the meeting and were signed by the Chairman.

3.1
Those arising from the Clerk’s report
The Clerk's notes (appended 1 to these minutes) on outstanding matters was noted.

3.2
Ecology Management Plan
The Plan(2) received from Kate Wood dated 15/07/03 was noted and passed to Mr McEwan-Cox for circulation.

3.3
Farmers Market proposed re-location - to consider the suitability of the Ark car park area

Mr Chare’s suggested location of the Ark car park was considered. It was noted that a letter had already been sent to Mr Chare stating this was not a suitable location given its designation as a car park and isolated location. Alternative sites were considered and it was agreed that the back of Morrisons between the hotel and Broad Street be suggested as an alternative.

It was also noted that the Masterplan indicated that there should be a market square with stalls and that Susannah Harris was pursuing this.

12.
Public art – Morrisons’ artwork expected May 2003 

It was reported that there had been delays to the 9m high artwork on grounds of health and safety (the base plate had not passed and would have to be redone) and was now expected in September – October. It was agreed that a letter should be sent to Mr J Mutton at Morrisons to urge him to complete the installation without further delays.

Cricket ground status - report from meeting regarding transfer
A memorandum dated 20 June from Chris Taylor explaining that the S106 makes it clear that transfers on a piecemeal basis, will take place when each area is ready, to the District Council who will maintain the land using the commuted sum payable by the developers on transfer. The sum will be earmarked for ongoing transfer to the new Parish Council if and when it takes over any of the areas and who will then determine local arrangements for permanent maintenance.

An alternative interpretation citing 1.1.2 and 1.1.4 of the Section 106 was posed which indicated that until the formation of the Parish Council the land should be open for public use and maintained by the owners.

It was noted that the Institute of Groundsmen was to carry out an inspection of the cricket pitch on 23 of the month and that if possible either Mr Wilders or Mr Rickards would attend.

Status of sacrificial sports pitches
An email from Jane Lampshire was read. It was reported that the grass had been set three weeks ago and that a weed treatment was expected shortly. The anticipated date of September to October was now unlikely. It was agreed that the Sports Association should co-ordinate and discuss with the football club.
