Minutes of the previous meeting on 15 July
The minutes were approved to be signed as a true record of the meeting and were signed by the Chairman following one amendment throughout ‘Richards’ to read ‘Rickard’.

Matters arising 
3.1
Those arising from the Clerk’s report
The Clerk's notes (appended 1 to these minutes) on outstanding matters and updates were noted including the receipt of letters from Mr Chare and Morrisons both dated 29 August.

3.2
Preparation for transfer to Parish Council

(5) It was reported that Jane Green would be preparing two lists:

· Detailing the areas to be handed over to the Parish Council at its formation 

· Detailing the phasing/later transfer

The Chairman reported that it had been agreed by the District Council that as well as a copy going to the MLC each member would receive their own copy.

It was stressed by the MLC that acceptance of land should be dependant on the land being in A1 condition thus reducing the future financial responsibility of residents.

Other
3.3.1
Farmers Market 

Mike Jocelyn reported that in the Design Guide and S106 the Market Square was to be a Public Open space and that the land has been transferred to a Private company.   Daphne Spink said there was access by foot and that the District Council had said that there was no requirement for market stalls. Concern was expressed that residents were misled by the sales marketing in the Concept Centre which showed the market square with market stalls on and the very name Market Square.

It was agreed that Mr Taylor should be asked to write to the MLC to explain precisely the status of the Market Square and its use. It was also agreed that the Project Office be asked if they can provide a suitable area which can be used to have market stalls on.

(3.8) In response to the request from Paul Edwards of Bovis Homes to discuss what is to be transferred by Bovis and what is to be handled by a management company it was agreed that Mr McEwan-Cox would meet Mr Edwards and report to the next meeting.

(8) Given the introduction of green boxes and the proposed introduction of wheeled bin it was agreed that the facility could be removed so that nuisance to residents living nearby was reduced. It was also agreed that Mr Rickard would put up a notice explaining that residents should either use the recycling facilities at Morrisons or the green boxes.

 Development and Sales Update
Mr Douglas reported that:

· 979 homes were completed as of 22 July

· the application for W2 (2nd row shops) was submitted to the District Council last week

· Hotel – ongoing. As yet no firm completion date but estimated at 6-9 months

· Manor House – started

· Garden Centre, Public House and Vet’s Surgery – heads of terms (pre-contractual agreement) agreed

· Joint Service Providers Building – new start date of 22 August

· Sports Centre – Appeal withdrawn because considerable progress was being made with the tandem application. It was noted that the District Council expected this to go to the October meeting of the Development and Conservation Control Committee

· Ice rink – the Consortium still pursuing but required by the District Council to look at other locations also

· skateboard site - should be available at 1,000 homes. The skateboard area was shown on the current application.

· Bypass contract – awarded today.

Item 7 was taken at this point

7.
Skateboard project
It was noted that the funding and insurance for this project were now in place. Mrs Spink advised that although the area was shown on the planning application a detailed application for the equipment would be required.

8.
Planning
Mr Hume reported that six applications were consider by the Planning Committee prior to the start of this meeting and that it had been agreed that on all relevant applications conditions should be imposed relating to:

· working hours

· noise nuisance 

· site vehicles’ parking (i.e. should be prohibited from parking on roads and verges)

9.
Allotments
Mr McEwan-Cox reported that he had met with John  Flavill and David Chare and that a waiting list was now in place. Temporary access and all services to be laid on was now arranged. Mr Douglas was asked to pursue the planning application so that there were no further delays.

5.
Community Centre 
Mr Jocelyn reported on the meeting with Chris Taylor, Susannah Harris and Jane Thompson. A wish list had been produced and Chris Taylor is to indicate which he considers the developer should provide. Given the potential cost implications to the parish of the second floor installation at a later date the developer was asked to provide a quotation for putting in the second floor at the time of building. It was noted that the contract was out to tender and that it was hoped that building work could commence in October.

Mr Chare is to give Mr Jocelyn details of lifts without sumps for further consideration.

6.
Sport and recreation including MUGA, ice rink, cricket pitch and football pitches
It was noted that the MUGA should be completed by 1000 homes but that this was now unlikely. As agreed at the last meeting the MLC’s view was that this should have four tennis courts as well as provision for other sports. Concern was expressed that Jane Lampshire had disregarded the MLC’s view and had suggested an alternative surface that would prohibit, in the Lawn tennis Association’s opinion, any tennis, competitive or otherwise.

6.1
Cambourne Sports Coordination Committee
Mr Rickard reported that the Committee would be meeting n Monday and that they hoped that a recommendation could be agreed based on the best compromise for the surface. It was agreed that the outcome of the meeting/recommendation of the Committee be sent to the District Council, David Chare and Mrs Spink.

Cricket pitches

The Institute of Groundsmen had looked at the pitches and concluded that they were not up to the required specification. It was agreed to ask Mr Chare to comment if he considered that the pitches were still up to the required specification once he had had an opportunity to reads the Institute of Groundsmen’s report.

Correspondence 
Nothing further.

The Chairman welcomed Mr Lansley to the meeting and thanked him for attending.

Mr Lansley reported that:

· He had objected in writing to Mr Hussell on the consultation for the Cambourne Enhanced proposals 

· That he and the Huntingdonshire MP had encouraged development of A428 corridor as a multi-route for transport and the forthcoming public Inquiry starting on 30 September at Dry Drayton.

Any other business 

11.1
It was noted that work on the road outside Morrisons was minor subsidence being investigated.

11.2
 Concern was expressed that the surfacing at Quidditch Lane was unpopular and that fencing panels had been removed. It was noted that this was always to be a throughway and that the panels had been removed to comply with this route being open. Temporary barriers have been erected until the greenway paths have been put in.

Mrs Spink reported that she was going to meet with Wimpy to discuss this and other matters.

11.3
Security had already been informed that Footpath No.2 (Monkfield and Jeavons) was being used by motorcyclists.

11.4
The MLC was pleased to hear that the Festival had been successful but due to the wet weather the car park near the surgery had become waterlogged and was unusable.

11.5
Cars parked on the bridleway near School Lane had been reported to David Chare who had agreed to put up physical barriers. It was agreed that vehicle registration details should also be passed to Mr Chare.

It was noted that the MLC was pleased with the way that the developer had dealt with the recent travellers’ incident and it was also noted that the visits coincided with the market on Bourn Airfield. Legislation and procedures are to be considered again once land is transferred to the Parish Council.
