Apologies for absence

2.
To approve the minutes of the last meeting on 27 January 

On a proposition by Mr McEwan-Cox, seconded by Mr Hume the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

To consider matters arising

3.1
(4.2+4.4) Wildlife Trust
Replies from Mr Hammond the Wildlife Trust and Mr Taylor at SCDC denying that the transfer of areas was conditional on the Wildlife Trust not commenting on any future planning application or associated development matter. 
3.2
(4.3) Streetlights
Mr Seddon reported that: 
· McAlpine had replaced some bulbs and rectified the problem with some lights

· Some lights had a design fault and that this was being rectified

· Paul Edwards of Bovis had marked up some lights in the Bovis developments for repair

It was noted that problems still existed in some areas and Mr Seddon agreed to look into these.

(4.6) Current maintenance provision
A report(appended 1 to these minutes) from Randal Thorpe titled Contract No 7 Landscaping and Ecology Maintenance - Specification was received. A copy is to be copied to each member.

(4.7) Parking at junctions
No reply received. It was agreed to raise this matter with PC Bradley when he arrived.

3.5
(4.8) Maintenance Charge
It was noted that perhaps the land should have been conveyed to the future Parish Council however now that it had been conveyed to the residents this could not be reversed.

(4.9) Broadband
The reply from Richard Jones on behalf of the District Council which had been circulated was noted. It was also noted that the Caxton exchange was subject to a planning application for an extension.

(6.1) Notice board
As still no reply to the MLC’s letters had been received from Mr Chare, Mr Seddon kindly offered to take this matter up.

Speaker PC Chris Bradley – Community Beat Manager

Topic – Cambourne Policing

The Chairman welcomed PC Bradley to the meeting.

PC Bradley reported on:

· The recent thefts from the building sites and the arrest of three individuals last week

· The lack of community youth facilities and the temptations facing the youth with nothing to occupy them

· Incidents involving wheeled bins, criminal damage and antisocial behaviour. It was noted that PC Bradley would speak to both the youth and their parents if he was informed who had been involved in youth incidents

· Staff shortages in the sector and associated problems
· The reporting procedure for any incidents including damage to landscaping

· The need for evidence to back the request for increased policing levels

· Internet crime and incident reporting

· The role of a community beat manager as opposed to operational police
It was noted that: 

· Mr Hume would put a link on his website so that residents could report incidents on the internet.

· The role and importance of neighbourhood watch in the community

· Post was being taken out of the post box in Lower Cambourne

· An incident should be reported to the crime management unit by the victim however PC Bradley could be emailed by resident to raise awareness of other incidents

· The Consortium/Project Office should report all incidents to the Police

· If site incidents increased the site security levels would increase

· Development site gates were sometimes left open. Mr Seddon agreed to let the MLC know the out of hours reporting procedure and contact number.

· Until the roads are adopted neither the developer nor the police have any powers to prevent junction parking – residents should encourage each other to park more considerately
· The CRA would like the mobile police van to attend the Festival.

It was agreed that:

· a letter should be sent to Supt. John Raine regarding inadequate staffing levels and asking for a blitz on Cambourne
· A polite notice should be made and should be put under the windscreens of vehicles parking inconsiderately.

4.1
Development Sales Update 

· Legal completions at 31 March 2004 – 1224

· Adoption of roads – Mr Seddon to find out the dates/timetable for adoption. 

· Hotel – June opening

4.2
Community Centre
Mr Jocelyn’s report was received and considered.(2) It was noted that the committee were still waiting for a price for the mezzanine floor and that more funding had been applied for. It was hoped that as verbally indicated the developer would assist with the funding.
4.3
Sport and recreation including Cambourne Sports Co-ordination Committee

· Mr Wilders reported on:
the committee’s brief to co-ordinate the facilities 
· its schedule of meetings and the minutes which were circulated to the MLC, 
· the construction of the MUGA and the hope that the facility would be opened for use in mid-May

· A need for a set date be given so that the community could be notified about the opening in the Crier

· The expectation of the Cricket Club that the Parish Council would maintain the pavilion, pitches and that the club would hire the facilities

· The lack of proof of insurance cover. It was noted that this was a requirement of the S106 Agreement and agreed that Cllr Mrs Spink would take this up and report to the Committee.

· The promotional work carried out by students at Long Road Sixth Form College

· The need for a representative from the Consortium to attend each Sport in Cambourne meeting to ensure a swift response to any queries. It was agreed that details of future meeting dates be given by Mr Wilders to Mr Seddon so that Mr Seddon could take this up.
4.4
Skateboard project
It was noted that the planning application had been considered by the MLC Planning Committee this evening and the plans were available to view. Mr Hume reported that he had sought the views of the youth and that he had received mixed opinions; some positive and some negative.
4.5
Planning and the remit of the Planning Committee

The terms of reference for the Planning Committee and its ability to respond on planning applications and to make representations to the District Council was considered. The attendance of a representative at a Development Control Committee meeting was also discussed.
4.6
Allotments
Mr McEwan Cox reported that 

· everything was still on schedule
· the temporary access was still under construction

· the first meeting of the allotment holders had taken place

· 43 residents had put forward their names for a plot

· There would be approximately 50 plots for rent

· The rate still needed working out

The Clerk offered to send Mr McEwan-Cox a copy of a tenancy agreement.

Parish Council Cambourne Order 2004 and Parish Council elections(3)
A copy of the official order for the formation of the Parish Council was received. It was noted that there would be initially thirteen members of the new parish council who would be elected on 10 June.

Concern was expressed at the collection of the Precept and the allocation of the money to the Parish Council. It was agreed to write to the District Council to clarify this.

Larger post box in Lower Cambourne

It was agreed a letter should be sent to Paul Jefferies at Royal Mail regarding:

· The post box which should be at Lower Cambourne green

· The removal of mail from the post box

Request for street trading – to consider consent streets
It was noted that there had been a number of requests to street trade and that these had been passed on to the Project Officer. It was noted that once the highway was adopted the Parish Council could apply to the District Council to have the streets registered as consent streets whereby traders would have to be licensed and could be better controlled. It was agreed to recommend to the new parish council that it considered this at an early meeting.

Any other business including date of next meetings
8.1
A letter of concern about potential noise nuisance from the summer festival was considered. It was noted that the event only happened once a year and that the committee appeared to be proactively taking steps to liaise with nearby residents.
